1. Children enter the room and place their book bags in their cubbies. SE2d, SE3b (PSA2, PSB1, PSD3)They sit on the floor and we sing morning songs. CD2 (WS AA1-2, AB1)A student will move the schedule star (“Patrick”) to breakfast time. (Students do this on their own during the day without teacher direction). LD1g, MD2e, MD5a (WS LDA1, MTC2, MTE2)

2. The teacher takes roll using phonemic and phonological awareness strategies. LD1a (WS LDA2)
(***change to schedule: we do not take roll anymore because students know their names***)

3. The teacher and the students find out the daily job responsibilities. SS1b (WS SSD3)The teacher guides the students in reading the job responsibilities and reading the student’s names. The students learn sequence as the teacher moves each student up the line of the job responsibility chart. LD1f, LD1g, LD5d, LD5e, LD6c, MD2e, (WS LDC4, LDA1, LDC2, LDD3, MTC2) The students predict who will have each job.
4. The students sing the weather song (What will the weather person, weather person see…)as the weather person goes to the window to tell everyone the weather for the day. The weather person selects the type of weather by pulling a weather picture card and puts it on the graph and tells the class what clothes we need to wear for the day. SD4a, Sd4b, SS1b (WS STA1-3, SSD3)
5. The flag holder holds the flag as we say the Pledge of Allegiance. LD2b (WS LDA3)
6. The teacher turns the sand timer and the students sit for a moment of silence. Transition strategy: The quietest student turns the timer. MD5a, MD5c (WS MTE2)
7. The teacher reads a book chosen by a student or will use the story apron/glove. LD1, LD5 (WS LDC1-4)
8. The teacher writes a morning message on the board following Read With Sara strategies. Instead of morning message, may write a class story about the current theme. Class may count the words in the sentences. (***change to schedule this week: we will not do morning message this week because another teacher is borrowing the writing board***) LD3a or LD3c, LD6e, LD5k, LD51 (WS LDB2, LDC2, LDC4)
9. The class lines up according to job responsibility and phonemic awareness strategy.

Students will use the bathroom during this time as the teacher leads the large group. HPD3a (WS PDHC1-2)
1. The teacher will read a book and lead the children in a fingerplay or nursery rhyme as students use the bathroom. 

Fingerplays: see transitions LD2b, LD2e, HPD2b (WS LDA1-3, PDHB2)

As the teacher reads the book she will follow this procedure:LD1, LD2, LD4 (WS LDA1-4, LDB1-2)
1. What part of the book is this part? The front of the book. 
2. What part of the book is this part? The back of the book.

3. What part of the book is this part? The spine of the book.

4. What are these words? The title. It tells us the name of the story. 
5. Let’s look at this picture…What is this book about? LD1f (WS LDC4)
6. The author is…what does the author do? The author writes the words of the story.

7. The illustrator is…what does the illustrator do? The illustrator draws the picture.

8. What part of the book is this? The title page. It has the title. It matches the title on the front of the book. See how it matches? What is the title?

9. The teacher can try to trick the children by holding the book upside down or backwards as she begins to read.

10. As the teacher reads the book, she asks probing questions such as…What will happen next? Can you read this part with me? LD1f (WS LDC4) 
11. After the teacher reads the book, she asks, “Is this book real or pretend?” LD1e (WS C2)
12. What happened in the book? Who was in the book? LD1h (WS LDC4)
Books: chosen by students from group of theme related books
(The teacher may also use the story apron or story glove at this time. Students may also use story props to recreate a story.) LD5f, (WS LDC4)
2. The teacher will lead the students through calendar time. The students will understand the use and purpose of a calendar. MD5a, MD5c, MD1j, LD5d-e (WS MTE2, MTB1, LDC2-4)
a. The students ask, “Arthur, what day is it?” The teacher will press the watch of Arthur (the animatronics doll). Arthur will tell the class what the time and day is. As he speaks, the teacher points to the clock, the month, the day of the week, and the numeral for the day.

b. The students sing the Days of the Week song and the Months of the Year songs.

c. The students will recite the nursery rhyme of the month.

Content Area: Language and Literacy
Essential Question: What is wind and what is it like? What can fly in the wind? What does “In like a lion, our like a lamb” mean?

Materials: chart paper, pens, picture of lion, picture of lamb
Procedure: 
1. Discuss weather and phrase “In like a lion, out like a lamb”
The weather can be very calm (like a lamb) or it can be strong (like a lion).  Make those animal sounds and talk about what a lion is like and what a lamb is like. Ask the children what this quote means: "In like a lion, out like a lamb".  The weather in March can begin very bad (furious) just like a lion and the month will end very calm (or gentle) like a lamb. Talk about the strong winds last Thursday and the wind damage it did.  
2. Discuss what can fly in the wind. Make a language chart on what can fly in the wind.
3. Students will make pages for the class book: ___can fly in the wind. (IF NOT ENOUGH TIME, WILL DO THIS ACTIVITY DURING SMALL GROUP)

Air is constantly moving things. Have you ever watched a tree sway in the wind, or a flower wave in the breeze? Try this balloon trick to see how you can use air power to move things.

1. Pull a piece of string at least 6' (1.8 m) long through a drinking straw.
2. Tie each end of the string to a chair, and move one of the chairs so that the string is pulled tight.

3. Blow up a balloon. Hold the opening closed, and tape one side of the balloon to the straw. Don’t let go of the balloon yet!

4. Keep pinching the balloon closed as you slide the straw to the end of the string the end of the balloon is pointing toward.

5. Now let go of the balloon.

Your balloon uses the force of the air leaving it to push against the air in the room. Does this work if you slide the straw to the other chair before releasing the balloon?
